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Supervised Visitation Policy
The goal of SafeTime Supervision, Inc. is to provide supervised visitation while allowing the child to interact with the parent in a safe environment, and to promote a healthy relationship when possible.

Scheduling

A.  Unless a specific time and date is ordered by the court, the SafeTime Supervision will arrange for all supervised visits. This schedule will be as consistent as possible in order to establish regularity for the children and all parties.

B.  Unless specified in the court order, visits are scheduled for a minimum of three hours. The decision to increase or decrease the length of visitation shall be made by the supervisor in compliance with the court order, providing all parties are in agreement

C.  Any increase or decrease in the duration of the visits shall require written consent from all parties and immediate notification of the court. The visits can change only with the verbal or written consent from the presiding court.  A follow up letter will then be sent to all parties and the court, confirming the change in status of the visits.

D.  All visits will initially occur within the specifications of  the court order. In addition, the presiding court must give verbal or written consent. A follow up confirmation letter will be sent to all parties and the presiding court advising them of the status of the visitation.

Cancellations

A. It is SafeTime Supervision’s policy that visits requires 72 hours notification in order to be rescheduled by either party.
A.  After three consecutive missed visits without cancellation, supervised visitation will be suspended. Subsequently, all parties and their legal council will be notified in writing, along with the presiding court. Visits will resume when the court deems it appropriate.

B.  SafeTime Supervision  recognizes that certain emergency situations will arise, and will accommodate scheduling on an individual basis. Rescheduling will be at the discretion of the Case Manager in these situations.

C.  A child and custodial parent shall be required to wait 15 minutes for the visiting parent to arrive. If a visiting parent is late, there is no time added to the visit.

Billing Procedures

A.  All visiting parents shall complete an income verification form prior to the supervised visits.

a.  The party will be billed  at the following rates:

· Supervised visitation  is $35.00 per hour

· Court time (preparation & testimony) is $150.00 per hour

· Administrative documentation  for a one time charge of $100.00

· Transportation is not included

· SafeTime Supervision visitation space is $30.00 per hour.


These fees are due and payable prior to each visit .

b.  If the party responsible for paying for the visit arrives for the visit without payment, and the child is present, the visit shall take place. However, the party is responsible for making payment with  72 hours ahead of the next scheduled supervised visitation. If payment is not received, the visitation shall be put on hold and all parties’ council will be notified. The visits shall not resume unless payment is received or the presiding court orders differently.

c.  If a check is returned to SafeTime Supervision, Inc. due to insufficient funds, only cash or a money order will be accepted for any future visits and a $25.00 fee will be charged.

Visitation Procedures

A.  There shall be no whispering.

B.  There shall be no note passing.

C.  There shall be no physical contact unless it is initiated by the child and is deemed appropriate by the visitation supervisor.

D.  Neither party shall speak negatively about the other in front of the child.

E.  Neither party shall discuss legal issues or complaints regarding their situation in front of the child.

F.  If there is a Protection From Abuse order in effect, it shall be honored.

G.  The visiting party shall arrive ten to fifteen minutes prior to the visit, and wait until the supervisor informs them that he/she can leave the office at the end of the visit. This allows the custodial parent to leave and as a result, avoid the possibility of any type of confrontation between the parties occurring in front of the child.

H.  There shall be no verbal confrontation with the supervisor during a visit. While the we recognizes that a party may have differences of opinion, it is not appropriate to discuss them in front of the child. The visitation supervisor will make themselves available at another time.

I.  Under no circumstances shall the child be left alone with the visiting party at any time.

Progress Reports

A.  The Visitation  Supervisor shall make a Progress Report on the visitation, not on each individual  present.

B.  Before the initial  visitation the supervised visitation guidelines will be explained and discussed with all parties. This will also allow the child to meet the supervisor .

C.  Each party will sign, and receive a copy of the supervised visitation policies.

Termination of a visit

A.  During the course of a visit, the supervisor may terminate the session if any of the above rules are violated.

B.  Visits may also be terminated at any time at the caseworker’s discretion if the caseworker believes that the child is being traumatized or frightened, and that the visit may be contrary to the child’s well being.

C.  Visits may be terminated at the caseworker’s discretion if the caseworker suspects substance abuse (drugs/alcohol).

I have read the terms of the supervised visitation policy and will abide by the agreement.
